Welcome to Grace Christian Academy! Below is a supply list for the seventh and eighth grade class. The supplies 
are simple, pretty basic, and practical (based on previous experience and what works best).  Please make sure your 
child has the following supplies on the first day:

 2 Plastic Two-Pocket Folders

 1 Post-it Place Marker Pack

 3 Small Post-it Note Tablets

 Book bag or Backpack

 Four 1 ½” 3-Ring Binders (A lightweight type – NOT the big padded type)

 8 Binder Dividers with Tabs and Pockets 

 College Ruled “8 ½ x 11” Binder Paper (200 sheets minimum)

 One Package of 20lb. Copy Paper (for printing reports and computer projects)

 One Package of 3” x 5” Index Cards (the 2-hole punched kind)

 Two Large Boxes of Tissue/Kleenex

 Small Box of Band-Aids

 2 Dozen “Dixon Ticonderoga” Brand Pencils; optional PaperMate “Clear Point” Mechanical Pencil with 
extra lead and erasers (0.5 mm lead)

 2 “Magic Rub Sanford” White Erasers

 5 Ball Point Pens (black, blue, 1 red)

 One Container Each of Liquid Hand Soap and Antibacterial Hand Sanitizer

 Glue Stick and a pair of Scissors 

 Ultra Fine Point Black Permanent Marker (Sharpie) and a Dry Erase Marker (not yellow)

 Colored pencils

 Small Pencil Box  

 P.E. Supplies ~ Small gym bag with the following: good athletic shoes (no color restrictions), navy blue 
knee-length athletic shorts and/or warm-up pants, GCA logo purple T-Shirt (available through the 
school office), towel, sunscreen and sunglasses, visor or hat
